Entries are due no later than 5:00pm on Monday, June 6, 2011. Applicants will use the
standard CBYRA race entry form. Make check payable to “Hometowne Regatta.”

CLASSES: All PHRF classes as well as a special non-spinnaker cruising class, which is
open to non-measured boats, are invited. Any boat racing in a PHRF class must have a
valid 2011 PHRF Rating Certificate. For Cruising class boats, a special courtesy rating
will be assigned by the Race Committee and shall NOT be subject to challenge. All
boats are required to have sail numbers. The PHRF Non-Spinnaker boats are allowed to
use two (2) headsails. The cruising class boats are allowed one (1) headsail.

COURSE: Course will be posted as designated in the CCV GENERAL SAILING
INSTRUCTIONS. Larry Bryant is the Principal Race Official (PRO).

START / FINISH: The starting line will be between the orange flag on the race
committee boat and the US Government Marker “R18” (36° 54.26’N, 76° 20.39°W) in the
Elizabeth River. The finish line will be the same as the starting line, unless the course
has been shortened.

TIME LIMIT: The time limit is 1600 (4:00 pm EDT). Any boats not finished by 1600
will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF).

STARTING SIGNALS: The starting sequence will begin at 1000 (10:00 am EDT)
Saturday, June 11, 2011, using RRS 26 as modified by the CCV General Sailing
Instructions.

PROTEST: Due in writing at the PBC, within one hour of the Race Committee Boat
arriving at the Portsmouth Yacht Club dock. Also, any boat intending to protest must so
inform the race committee at the finish line. Protests will be heard at 1900 Monday,
June 13, 2011 at Portsmouth Boat Club.
